They distributed gifts to our neighbors in the Theparak 4 Railway Community and in the Kota

Community. The recipients of their kindness were all smiles as they received food supplies

and solar lamps.
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Thank you to all our support community for your generosity and kindness that empowered us to

reach out to the vulnerable and needy . Partnering with Hug Khon Kaen Church, we crowned off

2023 with gifts to 1,000 prisoners in Khon Kaen Central Prison.
